WEEK 4: The Good Samaritan 
Big Idea: Jesus wants us to serve others. 
!
HANGOUT 

1. Ask everyone to open and close their hands five times and then to 
wiggle their fingers.  

2. Use paper and crayons to trace the childrenÕs hands. Write their names 
on the outlines of their hands. 

3. Discuss: What does it mean to have helping hands?  
4. Write the childrenÕs ideas for how to have helping hands around their 

traced hand shapes. 
 
HEAR 

5. Explain that todayÕs God Story is a parable that Jesus tells to teach us 
how to help others. 

6. Ask: What is a parable? (a story that teaches us an important lesson) 
7. Encourage everyone to listen carefully so they can retell the story to you 

later! 
8. Read the story about the Good Samaritan (Luke 10:25-37) from a 

childrenÕs Bible.  
9. Ask the children to tell you everything they remember from the story. 

Prompt them with hints as needed.  
10. Ask: Who helped the hurt man the most? Why? 

 
HUDDLE 

11. Use some stuffies to act out the story of the Good Samaritan. Take turns 
taking care of a hurt stuffie.  

12. Let the children know that they each have wonderful, helping hands! 
13. Pray and thank God for the example of the Good Samaritan who took 

such good care of the man who needed help. Ask God to help everyone 
love and serve others as he did. 
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
